A Look Back At Black Catholic History in Goldsboro, NC

Sacred Heart Catholic Church
(former African American Catholic Church)
E. Pine & Bright Streets, Goldsboro, NC

Many years ago in an effort to preserve the history of Black Catholics in Goldsboro the following information was compiled
by one of our parishioners. It is as accurate as the information given by people who were members of that early community.
If you have any further information or pictures of the Black Catholic Community in Goldsboro we welcome that information.

One of the first known Black Catholics in Goldsboro was a lady named Georgia McTier. Ms. McTier came to Goldsboro from
Greensboro in the early 1900’s to work for the Weil family. According to Ms. McTier there were approximately five Black peo-
ple in the early 1900’s who attended St. Mary Catholic Church.

Mr. Junius Allen Kelly was another member of the early Black Catholic community here in Goldsboro and he reported that
the number of Black Catholics at St. Mary’s increased to about 10. However, most of them left the Catholic Church because
of resentment over having to sit in the balcony and receive Communion last.

In the mid 1930’s , a church for Black Catholics was opened in a store front on Spruce Street, Goldsboro. This church was a
mission church of the Redemptorist who were assigned to the church in Newton Grove. Father O’Connor, of the Redemptor-
ist, was the first priest at the church in Goldsboro. According to Mr. Kelly’s report there may only have been two baptized
Catholics who first attended this store front church but approximately 35 non-catholics who attended. Because they only had
a limited number of chairs they sat on crates.

In 1942, the church pictured above, Sacred Heart, was built on Pine & Bright Streets. Sacred Heart continued to be staffed
by the Redemptorist Fathers who worked among the Black people of Goldsboro and Wayne County until 1954. During this
time Sacred Heart Parish grew from about 40 to 90 parishioners. In 1954 the first Diocesan priests was sent as pastor of
Sacred Heart Parish. In 1969 Sacred Heart Parish was closed and it's members merged with St. Mary Catholic Church.
Today St. Mary’s Parish benefits from the rich heritage of our devoted Black Catholic community. We have a very active
AAMEN group and the members strive to keep their heritage and that of other ethnic cultures alive through their annual
“Cultural Explosion”, held in mid November.

En Malaga, Espafia, la presentacién de los nifios se hace el
dia 2 de febrero cuando todos los nifios bautizados durante el
ultimo afio se presentan en la congregacion de la Divina Pas-
tora. En muchas partes de Latinoamérica los nifios se
presentan a los tres afios de edad. Aunque no es un rito ofi-
cial de la Iglesia, muchas familias hispanas contintian esta
practica religiosa, presentando su hijo(a) a la comunidad par-
roquial durante la Misa dominical.
