THE TEMPLE AND WORSHIP 
 
In all of today's readings, the temple is prominent-
ly mentioned. Ezekiel speaks of streams of living 
water flowing out from the temple, watering the 
desert, bringing life to all living things, offering 
fresh healing to God's people. 
Paul reminds the Corinthians that their faith rests 
upon the firmest of foundations, Christ himself. 
More than that, Paul reveals that those who fol-
low Christ are themselves temples, temples of the 
Holy Spirit; that is, God dwells not only with 
them, but in them. 
For the Jews of Jesus' time, the temple had come 
to be identified with the presence of God and the 
only place where authentic worship of God took 
place. Jesus had a different perception. Jesus iden-
tified himself not with the temple, but as the tem-
ple. In so doing, Jesus indicated a dramatic shift in 
what it means to worship God, to be in God's 
presence. No longer was a place to be the focus of 
prayer. Instead, a person, the person of Jesus 
Christ, becomes the center of our worship.

Treasures From Our Tradition 
For several weeks, we have consid-
ered penance as a sacrament of for-
giveness, and yet there are two other 
sacraments in this category. The first, 
of course, is the Eucharist itself. The 
other is the sacrament of the sick, 
long associated with penance. 
The Letter of James sets out the deep 
tradition for caring for the sick: send-
ing for the priests, who will pray and 
lay their hands on the sick ones, 
anointing them with oil, and giving 
them forgiveness. Long before other 
rites of penance developed, the sacra-
ment of the sick was therefore a pro-
found experience of forgiveness. Jesus 
often healed the sick, nearly always as 
a visible sign of forgiveness of sin. 
The tradition didn't unfold smoothly, 
however, and within a few centuries 
the oil of the sick was taken home to 
be applied by caregivers as a salve, or 
even to be drunk as a medicine. As 
early as the second century, bishops 
were therefore urging that priests 
should be the ones to visit those sepa-
rated by illness from the Sunday as-
sembly. Thus the practice of consign-
ing the Eucharist and the oil of the 
sick to the non-ordained faithful to 
bring home was relatively short-lived.

My Catholic View

October has come and gone, and as 
the holidays quickly approach, it’s 
easy to let the focus of Respect for Life 
month fade into memory. As I write 
this, I am thinking of my father-in-law. 
Ill with Parkinson’s for over a dozen 
years, a series of strokes in the last 
several months has robbed him of his 
mobility and impacted  his speech. A 
vibrant, brilliant, active man, he is 
relegated to his bed for most of the 
hours of the day. Throughout this fall, 
his eight children and their families 
have traveled to their hometown in 
Idaho to spend some of these precious 
days with their father and grandfather. 
Respect Life month is a time for Cath-
olics in the United States to reflect 
with gratitude on God’s priceless gift 
of human life. It is also to be an occa-
sion for us to examine how well we 
are doing as a people to protect and 
promote the rights of those who, due 
to age, dependency, poverty or vulner-
ability are at risk to their very lives. 
Most often, the focus is on abortion, 
and rightly so, as unborn children are 
the persons whose lives are most at 
risk in America. However, other pro-
tections for the sanctity of life continue 
to be eroded with little notice. In the 
last several years here in the North-
west, state-sanctioned physician assist-
ed suicide has become an option for 
terminally ill patients in Oregon and 
Washington.  I remember two years 
ago at this time when the issue was 
before the voters in Washington State, 
and that feeling of helplessness and 
sorrow and anger  the initiative passed 
quietly and with little debate, into law. 
The proponents claimed that  
person should be in control of when   

they die, and should be able to choose 
to die before they become a burden to 
others, or before they have to endure 
too much suffering, or before their 
families had to suffer by watching 
them die. To sacrifice oneself in this 
manner-to take one’s own life, is to 
“die with dignity”. I have seen what it 
means to die with dignity, and it isn’t 
getting a prescription from your doc-
tor for a lethal cocktail to be con-
sumed after a final farewell bash with 
all those who love you so much that 
they couldn’t stand to see you sick. To 
die with dignity is to let go. It’s to re-
sign yourself to the rhythm of life. It’s 
to give up your control to One Who 
has always had the control, but you 
were too strong, too powerful, too 
competent, to always recognize it. It is 
allowing your loved ones to see you 
vulnerable, to care for you, to re-
prioritize their over-scheduled lives so 
t hey can travel great distances to be 
near you. It is letting all those who 
love you so much  love you openly, 
and without embarrassment or shy-
ness or self-consciousness. It is to ex-
pose yourself to suffering and to cry 
out to God to give you the strength to 
get through it because you know you 
can’t do it on your own. My sister-in-
law has been sending updates on my 
father-in-law’s condition to all of us 
who live far away. Two days ago she 
wrote this: “His hands are swelling, 
and hardly work anymore. He was 
reading a Tony Hillerman novel one 
day when I came, the book propped 
on a pillow, and said, “did you ever 
think, Carol, that your dad wouldn’t 
be able to hold a book?” Actually, I 
hadn’t thought that he would always 
be Mr. Atlas, but it takes getting used 
to. One day there was only me, and I 
wanted to help  him scoot back so  he 
could sit up straighter. Together we 
couldn’t move a quarter of an inch! 
Gasping and giggling, I said, ‘The 
Lord gives and the Lord takes away,’ 
and he picked right up with, ‘Blessed 
be the name of the Lord.’”  As we 
enter this busiest of seasons, let us take 
time to Bless the name of the Lord, 
love each other with gentleness and 
humility, and remember that, for those 
that follow the way of Christ, every 
month is  Respect life month.

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Evidence collected for Father Tolton’s Sainthood cause heads to Vatican

                                           With prayers, songs and sealing wax, Cardinal Francis E. George of Chicago formally closed 
                                       the investigation into the life and virtues of Father Augustus Tolton, September 29th in a  
            ceremony in the St. James Chapel at the Archbishop Quigley Center. 
 

                                                   The prayer service marked the binding and sealing of the dossier local research aimed at  
                                                   making Father Tolton, the first African-American diocesan priest, a saint. Cardinal George 
                                      opened the cause in 2010. Now the cause for Father Tolton’s canonization moves to the  
                                      Vatican, where the documents collected by supporters of the cause in the Archdiocese of  
                                      Chicago will be analyzed, bound into a book called a “position”, or official position paper, 
                                      and evaluated by theologians, and then, supporters hope, passed on to the pope, who can  
                                      declare Tolton “venerable” if the Pope determines he led a life of heroic virtue. 
                                                   Auxiliary Bishop Joseph N. Perry, the postulator of the cause, said the collected evidence–                   
                                      which includes everything from newspaper articles to correspondence to eyewitness testimo-
nies—certainly indicates that is the case. 
 

“Everything in the record of the case demonstrates that we had a saint among us and we hardly noticed,” Bishop Perry said. 
“Father Tolton leaves behind a shining example of perseverance.” 
He was born a slave in 1854 on a plantation near Brush Creek, Missouri. His father left to try to join the Union Army during 
the Civil War. In 1892, his mother escaped with her three children by rowing them across the Mississippi River and settling 
in Quincy, Illinois. 
 

Young Augustus had to leave one Catholic school because of threats; he found a haven at St. Peter parish and school, where 
he learned to read and write and was confirmed at age 16. 
He was encouraged to discern his vocation to the priesthood by the Franciscan priests who taught him at St. Francis College, 
now Quincy University, but could not find a seminary in the US that would accept him. He eventually studied in Rome and 
was ordained for the Propaganda Fidei Congregation in 1886, expecting to become a missionary in Africa. Instead, he was 
sent back to Quincy, where he served for three years before coming to the Archdiocese of Chicago in 1889. 
He spearheaded the building of St. Monica Church for black Catholics, dedicated in 1984, and died after suffering heat stroke 
on a Chicago street on July 9, 1897. 
 

Springfield Bishop Thomas J. Poprocki, whose diocese includes Quincy, attended the ceremony, as did representatives of the 
Diocese of Jefferson City, Missouri, where Brush Creek is located. 
Cardinal George, who is to retire when his successor, Archbishop Blasé J. Cupich, is installed in Nov. 18, called the opening 
of Father Tolton’s cause one of the most important, if not the most important, thing he has done in his more than 17 years as 
archbishop of Chicago. “The church, over the centuries, has ordained many priests, most of them quite holy, in some ways, 
some in great ways,” the cardinal said. Father Tolton was one such holy priest, who “devoted himself to his people, quietly 
and in his own way,” he said, despite great difficulties and setbacks. “Virtue has consequences, and virtue is stronger than 
evil,” Cardinal George said. “History is what God remembers. The rest passes.” 
 

During the ceremony, Bishop Perry thanked members of the Father Tolton Guild, who are working to move the cause for-
ward; members of the historical commission, who examined the records of his life; and members of the theological commis-
sion, who examined his writings to make sure that they are free of doctrinal error. Neither commission found any reason for 
holding the cause back. “Father Tolton demonstrated himself to be humble yet courageous, faithful to his priestly vows, wel-
coming to both black and white,” Bishop Perry said. 
 

If the pope declares that Father Tolton indeed led a life of historic Christian virtue and is to be called venerable, Bishop Perry 
said, the next step is to look for evidence of a miracle attributed to Father Tolton’s intercession. The dossier sealed September 
29th includes letters already written to Cardinal George telling of favors granted after praying for Father Tolton’s interces-
sion, Perry said. In general, one confirmed miracle is needed for beatification, and a second such miracle is needed for can-
onization. 
 

At the moment Father Tolton is among four African-American Catholics whose sainthood causes have been opened. The 
others are Mother Henriette Delille, founders of the Sisters of the Holy Family in New Orleans, who has been declared ven-
erable; Mother Mary Elizabeth Lange, founders of the Oblate Sisters of Providence; and Pierre Toussaint, who was brought 
to New York as a slave and later became a well-known philanthropist, also declared venerable.

Por extraña 
coincidencia, no está en Jerusalén 
donde nació la Iglesia, tampoco es la 
Basílica de San Pedro en el Vaticano, 
donde está el sepulcro (o la tumba) de 
san Pedro.

Reflexionemos sobre la Palabra de

También es cierto que a menudo que-
remos que los demás sean como noso-
tros no podemos ser y por eso busca-
mos a la Iglesia como guía; pero la 
Iglesia somos nosotros y si nosotros 
somos pecadores también la Iglesia lo 
es. Nuestra historia como comunidad 
de creyentes lo dice todo y muy clara-
mente. Libramos una guerra contra las 
Cruzadas. Nos rebelamos para alcanzar 
el poder gubernamental y civil. Nos 

volvimos intolerables durante la Inquisi-
ción. Fuimos un almacén de riquezas. Y 
más recientemente fuimos demasiado 
arrogantes para admitir los abusos se-
xuales que estaban ocurriendo en medio 
nuestro. 
Si somos el templo de Dios, un templo 
hecho de piedras vivas, entonces tam-
bién necesitamos que se nos limpie 
igual que Jesús una vez limpió el templo 
de su época. Nosotros reconocemos 
esta necesidad. Lo bueno es que la Igle-
sia también se limpia en cada genera-
ción, porque el pecado se cuela en todas 
las épocas. Y así también la Iglesia, ese 
templo vivo, se va haciendo nueva 
constantemente, aunque el proceso sea 
doloroso. Sería maravilloso si la Iglesia 
fuera todo lo que profesa el Evangelio. 
El hecho de que no sea así, puede de-
silusionar, pero el reino de Dios no ha 
llegado todavía, no del todo. Mientras 
tanto el Señor Jesús continúa limpiándo-
nos y renovándonos. Y lo maravilloso es 
que el río que fluye de ese templo de 
piedras vivas todavía da vida a todo lo 
que toca, a pesar de nuestro pecado.
