TREASURES FROM OUR 
TRADITION 
In the sixteenth century, the Council 
of Trent, which was otherwise devot-
ed to liturgical uniformity, was very 
tolerant of age-old marriage customs. 
The Council singled out 
"praiseworthy" customs and hoped 
they would be retained. The Second 
Vatican Council likewise asked for a 
careful evaluation of customs, admit-
ting that not everything about wed-
ding practice is "praiseworthy." In our 
revised liturgy, all of the prayers con-
sistently stress the equality of the part-
ners. Some familiar customs do not 
match this insight. Often, the groom 
remains hidden in a sacristy while the 
bride, accompanied only by her fa-
ther, enters with her attendants. This 
is hardly equality, especially if it ap-
pears that her father is "giving her 
away" to her husband. This is a famil-
iar enough scene, but increasingly 
couples are called to a different prac-
tice. Symbols and signs carry and 
communicate meaning. The challenge 
for couples today is to match the 
meaning to the symbol, and for the 
couple to be authentic in all they do 
and say on the day of their wedding. 
Having bride and groom both take 
part fully and equally in the entrance 
procession is exactly the kind of 
"praiseworthy" practice we've been 
looking for!

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Respect Life       
The “Differences” Between the 
Baby in the Womb and the New-
born Baby 
 

There are four "differences" between 
the baby in the mother's womb (or so
-called fetus) who has no protection 
under the law from a newborn baby, 
who is protected:  
 

1. Size. The baby in the womb is 
usually smaller than newborns. The 
question, then, is what does size 
have to do with rights of person-
hood? The answer: nothing.  
 

2. Level of development Babies in 
the womb are less developed than a 
newborn (unless the newborn is born 
prematurely). Again this has no mor-
al significance. Children are general-
ly less developed than adults and all 
human beings continue to develop 
and change throughout our entire 
lives. It is humanity, not brain capac-
ity or strength that determines per-
sonhood.  
 

3. Location. The baby in the womb 
has a different place of residence. 
Again this is irrelevant because per-
sonhood stems from being a human 
being, not from your location.  
 

4. Dependency. Abortion protago-
nists love to argue that, "since a fetus 
cannot survive on its own, it has no 
inherent right to life". The problem 
with this argument is that to varying 
degrees, we are all dependent on oth-
ers. Moreover, newborn babies and 
small children are absolutely depend-
ent upon their parents for survival. 
What is absurd about this line of 
thinking is the fact that dependency 
should merit more protection under 
the law, not less! We are all far more 
outraged, for example, at violence 
towards children than at violence 
towards other adults. The reason is 
obvious. Children are more helpless 
and innocent and less capable of de-
fending themselves than adults. The 
child in the mother's womb is the 
most helpless and innocent and the 
least capable of defending them-
selves.  
 

That is precisely why we must fight 
to protect them!

St. Mary Teens Leave for Catholic Heart Workcamp… 
The week of July 12th to 18th we have 22 teens and 6 adults traveling to Mel-
bourne/Cocoa Beach, FL to attend a Missionary Workcamp week. What do they 
do? Well it is rather intense!  Each day will begin with a wake up call at 6:15am 
and breakfast at 6:45am. Most teams will leave for work sites by 8:15am and re-
turn at about 3:00pm. The day will be spent repairing and renewing homes by 
doing such things as painting, weatherization, house cleaning, yard work, basic 
construction work, hanging doors, installing new windows or helping to build 
new homes for low income families for organizations such as Habitat for Human-
ity or boarding up or tearing down unoccupied buildings, etc. Other work projects 
will include helping at daycare centers for low-income families, helping at Social 
Service Centers that distribute food to the needy and at homeless shelters.  
Dinner is served between 5:15 and 6:15pm and is followed by various evening 
activities such as videos of the work day, testimonials from teens, prayer, music, 
skits, motivational speakers, etc. There is an opening and closing Mass with daily 
Mass being offered throughout the week.  
This is truly a catholic program and is meant to help teens build their faith 
through sharing the love of Christ as they serve the neglected, brokenhearted and 
the marginalized in any way needed. 
Please, pray for the safety of our Missionaries as they travel to Florida, as they 
travel to and from work sites each day, as they travel home. Pray that each mem-
ber of the team stays well and that they all have a wonderful experience and find 
the love of Christ in their hearts and share this love with those they meet during 
the week.  

This is a good source for reflection on 
our part, we who are Jesus' followers 
today. For the wisdom of Christ to 
continue and for our lives to be seen 
as signs of his power, he must expect 
and be able to find great faith among 
us. Will he? Can he? Does he? Or is 
he, once again, amazed by its ab-
sence?

July 5 (week 16) 
Soon Joseph will be able to grasp 
with his hands. What will he grasp? 
His other hand! He has his own 
unique fingerprints now. His finger-
nails and toenails are growing. He 
also has an adult’s taste buds. His 
eyebrows and hair on his head are 
sprouting. But it will probably change 
color and texture after birth. He 
is kicking, twisting, and flailing really 
hard. But, Mom can’t feel Joseph 
moving in the womb – yet. 

FAITH IN JESUS CHRIST 
Mark's Gospel account today is built 
on a double astonishment or amaze-
ment: the neighbors and family of 
Jesus are astonished that he taught in 
the synagogue with wisdom and 
worked powerful signs. Jesus, in turn, 
is amazed that they have no faith in 
him because they know his origins, 
not because of any fault with his 
teaching or ministry. As with many of 
Mark's passages, we get a rather inti-
mate glimpse here of the human part 
of Jesus' two-fold nature. To reinforce 
his point, Mark tells of Jesus' return to 
his native place, and further points 
out that he is in the midst of his own 
family members there. From the very 
people he expected the most, Jesus 
received the least. In the day of the 
Gospel's writing, Mark was attempt-
ing to illustrate a lesson to the house 
of Israel: the God of the covenant 
expected the greatest faith from the 
house of Israel, but often received the 
least.

FE EN JESUCRISTO 
El incidente que nos cuenta san Marcos 
en el Evangelio de hoy se basa en un 
doble asombro: primero, los vecinos y 
parientes de Jesús se asombran de verlo 
enseñar en la sinagoga con tanta 
sabiduría, y de ver su poder para hacer 
milagros.

Aquí, como en 
muchos otros incidentes de su Evan-
gelio, Marcos nos deja ver un aspecto 
bastante íntimo de la parte humana de 
la doble naturaleza de Jesús. Para refor-
zar lo que quiere que veamos, Marcos 
nos cuenta cómo Jesús vuelve a su pueb-
lo, y nos hace notar que está allí entre 
sus familiares. Y de la gente de quienes 
más esperaba es que menos recibe. En la 
época en que estaba escribiendo su 
Evangelio, san Marcos trataba de ense-
ñar una lección muy importante para la 
casa de Israel, el Dios de la Alianza es-
peraba encontrar la fe más intensa en la 
casa de Israel, pero muchas veces allí 
fue donde menos la encontró. Y es bue-
no que reflexionemos sobre esto, no-
sotros que hoy día somos el Pueblo de 
Dios. Para que la Sabiduría de Cristo 
continúe en este mundo, y para que 
nuestras vidas sean signos de su poder, 
Jesús espera hallar, y tiene que hallar, 
una gran fe en nosotros. ¿La hallará? ¿O 
quedará, una vez más, pasmado de 
nuestra poca fe?

Las “Diferencias” entre el bebé 
en el vientre y el recién nacido 
 

Hay cuatro "diferencias" entre el bebé en 
el vientre de la madre (así llamado feto), 
que  no tiene protección bajo la ley y el 
recién nacido, que sí está protejido:  
 

1. Tamaño: El bebé en el vientre es en 
general más pequeño que los recién 
nacidos. La pregunta que cabe, entonc-
es, es qué tiene que ver el tamaño con 
los derechos de la  persona? Respuesta: 
nada.  
 

2. Nivel de desarrollo: Los bebés en 
gestación están menos desarrollados que 
los recién nacidos (a menos que estos 
sean prematuros). De nuevo, esta 
diferencia no tiene significado moral. 
Los niños son generalmente menos de-
sarrollados que los adultos y todos los 
seres humanos continúan desarrollan-
dose y cambiando durante toda su vida. 
Es la cualidad del ser humano, no la 
capacidad cerebral o la fortaleza lo que 
determina qué es una  persona.  
 

3. Ubicación. El bebé en el vientre de la 
madre tiene un “domicilio” diferente 
que el recién nacido. Nuevamente, esto 
no tiene relevancia ya que el ser una 
persona se origina en la condición del 
ser  humano, no en donde esté ubicado. 
 

4. Dependencia. A los que defienden el 
aborto les gusta argumentar que, "dado 
que un feto no puede sobrevivir por sí 
solo, no tiene un derecho inherente a la 
vida". El problema con este argumento 
es que, en distintos grados, todos depen-
demos de alguien más. Mas aún, los 
recién nacidos y los niños pequeños de-
penden en forma absoluta de sus padres 
para sobrevivir. Lo que hace absurda esa 
forma de pensar es que esa dependencia 
debe merecer más protección bajo la ley, 
y no menos! Nos indigna mucho más, 
por ejemplo, la violencia contra los ni-
ños que contra los otros adultos. La 
razón es obvia: los niños son más dé-
biles e inocentes y menos capaces de 
defenderse que los adultos. El bebé en el 
vientre de la madre es el más desampar-
ado e inocente de los seres y el menos 
capaz de defenderse. 
 

Esta es precisamente la razón por la cual 
debemos luchar para protejerlos!

TRADICIONES DE NUESTRA FE 
Según la carta a los Hebreos 6:1-2 hay seis fundamentos de la fe cristiana. Entre 
ellos se encuentra la imposición de manos. El evangelista Marcos (6:5) nos relata 
que Jesús usaba la imposición de manos para sanar a los enfermos. La curación 
se realizaba mediante sus manos. Los hispanos normalmente somos táctiles, pues 
reconocemos la importancia de una caricia, de una mano apretando la nuestra, de 
una palmada en el hombro, y de otros toques de mano. Las manos tienen el 
poder o la facultad de transmitir sentimientos.  
En los Hechos de los Apóstoles 8:17 y 19:6 se nos relata que los fieles recibían el  

don del Espíritu Santo mediante la 
imposición de manos. Los apóstoles 
usaban la imposición de manos para 
transmitir el Espíritu a los bautizados 
y para consagrar nuevos líderes al ser-
vicio de las comunidades cristianas 
(obispos o presbíteros). Al momento 
del Bautismo y de la Confirmación 
recibimos una imposición de manos 
de parte del ministro. La imposición 
de manos que ha venido desde los 
apóstoles, y desde más atrás, nos rela-
ciona a los cristianos que nos han pre-
cedido. Es un gesto de unidad.
